	Strategy Statement

	This strategy has been designed to address gaps in children’s learning caused by the COVID disruption. We have identified areas that evidence suggests will support children such as targeted support strategies. 
We have used evidence from assessment to inform our decisions and our aim is to raise the attainment of all pupils, closing the gap between where they are likely to have been should the COVID disruption not have happened and where they are now. In addition, we aim to reduce the attainment gap between disadvantaged children and their peers.
The school’s main catch-up priorities are as follows:
Maths – Children have missed specific content which had led to gaps in learning for all children. Recall of basic skills has suffered – Children are not able to quickly recall addition facts, time table facts and have forgotten some strategies. This has been reflected in assessments.
Writing – We have seen that children have lost time in practicing writing during the lockdown. We have seen a decline in handwriting, fluency and stamina for writing in KS2. In EYFS and KS1 we have seen a larger gap forming as children have missed core writing teaching to aid them becoming fluent writers for example phonological awareness and letter formation. 
Reading – Although some children accessed reading more than other subjects during lockdown a proportion of children did not read as much as they would have in school.  Some have come back with lots more fluency however comprehension skills do not appear to have increased in proportion to the fluency increase for some children. 
Non core – There are some gaps in knowledge that would have been taught during the Summer term. This has meant that children may not have the pre-requisite knowledge needed and are less likely to make connections between concepts and themes throughout the curriculum. Children have also missed out on curriculum experiences such as trips and visitors. 

As a school our approach is first to identify the gaps in learning for all children. Secondly, our approach is quality first teaching with support in classrooms blended with small group work and 1:1 session where needed. Our overall aim is to raise the attainment gap of all pupils to close the gap created by COVID-19 school closures as well as to reduce the attainment gap between the disadvantaged pupils and their peers.

	Good assessment is imperative in identifying learning lost, misunderstood content as well as gains of knowledge. Using assessments such as Pixl assessments identifies very specific gaps that can then be addressed. 
Targeted whole class, small group and one-to-one interventions have the potential for the largest immediate impact on attainment
There is extensive evidence supporting the impact of high quality one to one and small group tuition as a catch-up strategy.

	The evidence indicates that small group and one to one interventions can be a powerful tool for supporting pupils. High quality teaching should reduce the need for extra support, but it is likely that some pupils will require high quality, structured, targeted interventions to make progress. 	Through the year 2020-21 gaps in learning (created as a result of Lockdown)  are closed and pupils are back on track
	Targeted small group and one-to-one interventions have the potential for the largest immediate impact on attainment. The EEF discuss that Targeted Academic Support should support teaching. 
We also believe that high quality teaching is supported by targeted academic support such as intervention programs. This support should supplement quality first teaching and with good assessment should identify and pinpoint gaps/misunderstandings that pupils have that can be addressed during intervention sessions. 
These sessions will be short and occur regularly over a sustained period of the spring and summer term. 
Sessions will be structured using clear objectives and quality resources such as PIXL therapies to aid those delivering sessions.

	To take part in the Nuffield Early Language Intervention programme (NELI). Children who would benefit from NELI are identified by an initial app-based assessment of pupils’ oral language. The intervention is delivered over 20 weeks by trained school staff.

	Assessment at the end of 20 week programme shows that children’s language development is age appropriate
	Early language is vital for success later in life yet, as a result of the Covid-19 pandemic, some children entering reception in September 2020 have missed out on more than 20 weeks of early education at a crucial time for their early language development. 
Several EEF trials have found that NELI improves both children’s oral language and early literacy skills. A recent trial of the programme found that children made on average three months of additional progress compared to children in the comparison group – making NELI the most robustly evaluated early language intervention available in England.
